New Jaw-powms [—The Abbeville jaw-Bone,
which raised 'such a storm a few months ago among geolo-
ists, has suddenly received an important reinforcement
rom a new quarter, MM, Gassigou, Martin, and Trutat
having last week announced to the Academy of Sciences the
discovery of two new fragments of human jaw-bones, dis-
covered in the eavern of Bruniquel E:m aronne) under
circunmstancas clearly pointing to the co-existence of man
with some of the extinet species of carnivora, ruminants,
d birds. The ecavern lies in a mass of Jurassic lime-
8l and open towards the east at an altitude of about
seven métres above the level of the Aveyron. Itsfloor con-
sists of several successive strata—viz., a stratum of stalag-
mite, 22 centimétres deep ; a pudding-stone, interspersed
with bones, to a depthof 150 centiméires ; and several black
argillaceous strata, to a depth of 120 centimétres, inter-
spersed with a quantity of flint implements and weapons,
‘bones of various quadrupeds and birds, and a quantity
of round pebbles, comprising garnets, gneiss, quartz,syenite,
serpentine, &e. Lines of charcoal separate mome of these
layers, and the bones of the ruminants bear marks of hav-
ing been fractured for the purpose of getting at the marrow,
or making them into instruments or weapons ; the extremi-
ties alone are still perfect, and have enabled the above-
mentioned gentlemen to ascertain the species of Cervus |
elephas, primigenius, Rhinoceros tichorrinus, and
several birds, one of these being very large. But the rein-
deer is the animal which characterizes the age of the
cavern of Bruniquel. It belongs to M. Lartet’s third palam-
ontological period of the quaternary epoch. The existence
of flint implements here would alone be sufficient to. prove
the existence of man in those distant ages; bub this
existence is placed beyond a doubt by the discovery
of the two fragments of human jaw-bones, one of the
right side and the other of the left, but belong-
ing to different individuals. They are both in a bad
state of preservation. Among the other fragments of
bone there is the humerus of a bird, on which the body of a |
fish is roughly carved. This seems to have been an amulet
or or t. Ten witn were present ab the finding of
these relics, Hence it appears that three human jaw-bones,
belonging to the same type (the brachycephalous one), date
from three perfectly distinet periods—viz., that of Anrig-
nae, found in company with the Ursus spelieus; that of
Moulin-Quignon, wcomfpa,uied by the Ete gﬁs primigenius ;
and that of Bruniquel, found ameung the EGDEB of the rein- |
deer.
